I am writing to you to express my concern about the proposed enforced removal of Popal Nazeri.

Coming from a wealthy family in Afghanistan, as a boy Popal was twice targeted by kidnappers. Both times the kidnappers were wearing Afghan police uniforms, and demanded high ransoms.  Popal's family sold land and used all their money to secure his release. Popal fears that if he was returned to Afghanistan, he would again be targeted and this time may be killed.   

Popal arrived in the UK aged just 14.  His age was disputed – UKBA said his age was 18, Social Services assessed him as 16 years old.  Popal maintains these ages are incorrect.  It now seems that Popal's age assessment was not Merton compliant, but he has not had the chance to seek justice on this matter.

He was granted just 8 months discretionary leave to remain, and was unrepresented so did not know to apply for further leave.   He is now facing removal with clear legal issues still to resolve.  

I urge you to use your powers to grant him leave to remain in the UK.
